	1. Source documenta-tion
	Incorrect information on article or only one piece of information
	Incomplete--only two pieces of information
	Author(s), date, title, pages; lacking original source
	Author(s), date, title, original source, pages

	2. Objective (reading perform-ance)
	Not stated or not focused on reading skills
	Unclear outcome, or related only to content
	Stated multiple reading outcomes, or a little unfocused
	Stated one clear outcome related to reading performance (more than content focus)

	3. Criterion (quality of reading)
	Not stated or not focused on reading performance quality
	Unclear criterion; focused on content only
	Stated multiple criteria; not focused directly on reading performance quality
	One clear criterion related directly to the reading objective

	4. Outline
	Didn’t focus on all main sections; included opinions
	Too long, e.g., paragraphs/quotes rather than sentences; not all sections identified
	Identified main sections; paraphrased but some lack of clarity or accuracy
	Paraphrased content of main sections; one clear sentence per section

	5. Notes & Vocabulary
	No entries; significant factual or meaning errors
	Notes mostly opinions; vocabulary not fully defined or used
	Notes mostly informational; some opinion; vocabulary defined but not used in a sentence
	Used for information of interest or need; words used in a sentence

	6. Inquiry Questions
	Not in question format; missing question(s)
	One is closed format (can be answered Y/N); or was answered in the article
	Both open-ended; not answered in the article; factual or detail oriented
	Both open-ended; not answered in article; “big picture” issues

	7. Summary
	As much opinion as report on the article
	Reader not oriented about nature of author & article; some opinion; missing ideas
	Some orientation of reader about nature of article; some main ideas reported
	Orient reader about author & source; summarize main content; helpful for understanding

	8. Integrate
	Vague discussion of new learning; gave opinions about the topic
	Indicate general liking of knowledge in article rather than what is really new; mixed in some opinion
	New learning from article described but in overly lengthy manner; no opinions
	One new knowledge item clearly and briefly stated; no opinions 

	9.Assess-ment of Effort
	Nothing noted
	Only personal attitudes or opinions noted; assessment not clearly related to criterion (item 2)
	Partially addressed how criterion was met in terms of reading improvement 
	Directly reported on planned reading improvement objective in terms of criterion

	10.Complete-ness
	A section missing or several not consistent with instructions
	Two sections significantly below standard
	All sections completed but one significantly below standard
	All sections filled out according to instructions and standards
