The following diagrams illustrates that each and every activity should align itself with five critical areas of the course design.  An activity’s performance criteria should support the performance criteria of the course, the learner should increase his/her performance in the specific measures in the course,  and the support for changing the long-term behaviors of learner.  The activity should be connected to at least one learning outcome and support the development of a theme.
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
