All skills are development or movement, not competencies.  All affective domain is movement and/or accomplishments.  Want to document growth.  Have 10 sets of behavior to have by the time you graduate.  Strong justification and motivation to do that.  To put in practice, put performance criteria for course that professionalism constant practicing of the performance criteria required for the profession.  Take all effort oriented work products (homework, journal, etc) and have them organize in a professional portfolio how their efforts in class grew their performance in that profile and synthesized by a self-growth paper.  Now they get credit for their effort but not in the abstract but give credit for the context of professional growth.
