Information literacy is a set of abilities requiring individuals to "recognize when information is needed" and have the ability to locate, evaluate, and use effectively the needed information.

The ability to find, evaluate, organize and use technology to access information.
1. Information literacy is a set of abilities reqiring individuals to recognize when information is  needed and to have the ability to locate, evaluate and effectively use the needd information (ACRL)

2. Information processing consists of the skills associated with collecting, generating, organizing, validating, and retrieving data and information.

Learner identifies, locates, and uses appropriate technology for research purposes

Information literacy is the process of locating, organizing, using, assessing, and documenting information.

Information literary uses appropriate technology in the research process.

Information literacy is the ability to access, interpret, select, evaluate, and apply information gathered through all types of electronic, printed, or other resources.

Information processing is the ability to review resources and convert it into meaningful information for oneself or others
